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PROBATIONARY BIRD ADOPTION AGREEMENT

This probationary bird adoption agreement (the “Agreement”) is entered into for mutually acknowledged and valuable consideration, as of the ______ day of ___________, 2003 (The “Effective Date”), between Parrots First and 
__________________________________________________ (“Primary Caregiver”) whose complete contact information is included in their application form.

Parrots First and _______________________________ agree to a probationary placement of the bird known as _________________________ (hereafter referred to as “the bird”) with the Primary Caregiver at their home.

The terms of this agreement is three months from the Effective Date (the “Probationary Period”)

Primary Caregiver affirms that the responses given in the Application are accurate and complete.  The Primary Caregiver agrees to give the bird a healthy environment and to care for him with common sense and decency.  He/she is to be treated as a member of the family.

Primary caregiver agrees that the bird shall not be placed into a breeding situation.

Parrots First or its representative may inspect the bird’s location at any time after 24 hours notice to determine whether Primary Caregiver is complying with the terms of this agreement.

If Parrots First determines that the Primary Caregiver has not complied with the terms and conditions, or feels that it is not in the best interests of the bird to remain at this location, Parrots First may terminate this agreement and remove the bird.

Primary caregiver shall provide information about the bird when requested.  Primary Caregiver shall notify Parrots First within 10 days of any changes of address of telephone number.

If for any reason the Primary Caregiver is unable to keep the bird, the bird shall be returned immediately to Parrots First.

Primary Caregiver understands that birds may develop bad habits, become destructive or carry diseases that can be transmitted to humans and other animals.

Parrots First makes no guarantees on health, behavior or talking ability; the bird is delivered “as-is”.

Primary caregiver agrees to be responsible for all veterinary care and states that providing such care is not a financial hardship.

If at the end of the Probationary Period, Parrots First is satisfied that it is in the birds best interest to remain at the Primary Caregiver’s location, a permanent adoption contract will be signed.

Primary Caregiver shall defend, indemnify and hold harmless Parrots First and it’s volunteers from all claims for actions, claims, damages, losses and expenses for personal injury or death to persons or injury to or destruction of property arising out of Primary Caregiver’s performance or non-performance of this agreement
